Policy

Procedure

No hats/head gear in the campus from
7:00 AM - 2:30 PM).

Hats will be taken from students and they
may be picked up in the main office from
Dr. Seibert or Mr. McMurry at the end of
the day. If there are repeated offenses the
parent will be called and progressive
discipline implemented (Insubordination).

Shorts and skirts must be NO shorter than
3” above the knee, shirts must cover
cleavage, midriff, and shoulders. No bare
midriff, no spaghetti straps, no sleeveless
shirts, no off the shoulder blouses, no
holes in the crotch, butt, or upper thigh.
No drug or alcohol reference, no pajamas,
pajama pants or slippers with fabric soles.
No exposure of undergarments. No
Sagging, bagging, low riding pants. No
jewelry or accessories that may be a
potential safety hazard, especially in PE or
other activity classes is permitted. In
addition, anything an instructor deems
disruptive to the educational process in
their classroom can be in violation of this
policy.

Student will be asked to change in to an
appropriate outfit (PE SHIRT and
SHORTS/PANTS). Parent will be

contacted and violation of dress code will
be entered into the students discipline
history.

Young men who cannot figure out how to
keep their pants at their waist will be
provided a length of rope with which to
hike up their pants.

If the student chooses not to comply with
the procedure then they will be suspended.
