Alternative Quiz

Students who miss Chapter Reading Quizzes with an excused have the opportunity to recoup some credit.    There are a couple of things to keep in mind;

1. Come back with this assignment completed for the missed chapters. Quizzes CANNOT be made up retroactively.
2.  Its important to realize that our quizzes are the catalyst for chapter review, so you not only missed the quiz, but you missed discussion too. So, this quiz is an attempt to help you make up some of that missed activity. 
4. Low quality work will not be considered for Credit. 
Option 1 (example)
Your assignment is to create a brief comic strip summarizing the major events in the chapter.  Show me that you’ve read!
1. Start with two 8x11 sized pieces of paper and divide them into 4ths.  This will make eight panels.
2. Create a title panel. This includes key novel information such as author, title, chapter and illustrator (you)

3. Unless this is chapter 1, the first panel should begin with a scene and a brief summary which shows where the last chapter left off. 

4. Draw illustrations of the three - five key scenes from that chapter. It should equal on panel for approximately every two pages. Review the Study Questions handed out by your teacher to help make those choices.  
5. Make sure you include some dialogue and/or narrative quotes with page numbers from the novel that help with the telling of the scene IN EACH panel. Show that you know what you’ve read.
6. Feel free to add color if you want to take your panel a step further. 

7. In your last panel, write a prediction panel. (unless it’s the last chapter of the novel.)  Using narrative text, tell where you predict the novel will next go. This panel need not have illustration. 

8. Quality of writing, neatness and effort DO count. 

Option 2
Write “Pages from a Diary” for the quiz chapter(s) you missed.  Choose one of the characters from the novel. Imagine that he or she keeps a diary.  Write the following from his or her point of view:
1. Begin with an entry that reflects on the plot in the last of the previous chapter. (If this is chapter 1 you can skip this part. 

2. Choose the 2-4 major events from each chapter to write entries. (As a rule of thumb, there should be an entry for every two pages or so of novel.) The entries should describe and reflect from that characters point of view. Each entry should be ¼ -½ page long.  Remember to demonstrate that you are “in the head” of the character and have some idea as to how he/she thinks.  Annotate with related page numbers. 
3. In your last entry, write a prediction as to what the events this character expects to come along. This should also be ¼ - ½ page long. 
Option 3

Complete detailed Cornell notes for each Chapter Quiz missed. (5-7 keywords on the right for every two pages or so, details on the right and with the chapter summary at the bottom). Students may print a form off the internet or draw one on notebook paper.
