RAP Rules

Our learning environment is based on individual responsibility.  Please be aware of these rules, follow them without teacher prompts and politely remind one another when that is needed.  Failure to follow any rule could result in removal from RAP.  Remember, being part of this program is a privilege, not a right.
1. The Commons is off-limits to RAP students even if the front or side doors are unlocked or the gates not closed.  You need to park or get dropped off by the back entrance through senior hall.  Don’t be anywhere else on campus without permission.

2. After school starts, RAP students must remain in the building, even on breaks.  Breaks are for restroom or water trips - not going to your car.

3. We LOVE and respect our new computer lab.  The only food/drink allowed in the computer lab is water.  The only snacks allowed in the project room are fruits or veggies.  Any other food or drink should be left at home or in your car.  We will take it if you bring it into class!

4. Your cell phone should be left in your car or bag and TURNED OFF.  If we see the phone in class it will be taken and turned into the office.  If your parents need to contact you during class they can call the class phone:  972-5941.

5. Internet and computer use is for school-related assignments.  If you violate the Internet Use Policy you would have to be removed from RAP.

6. Plagiarism will earn 0 points, result in a new assignment or removal from RAP.  Do not turn in work unless it is your own!  Cheating will not be tolerated.  You don’t get smarter by cheating.

7. Practice CPR:  never print straight from the Internet.  Copy the good stuff, paste it into Word, reduce the content to only what you need and then ask if you really need a printed copy.  Don’t just print without thinking!  No printing of personal materials.

8. WVHS doesn’t allow visitors, so neither does RAP.

9. All WVHS students must wear their ID badge.  It must be visible and presented to an adult if asked.  No ID badge - you go home and it counts as an absence.  Replacements cost $5.
10. Failure to comply with any reasonable request made by an adult on campus could result in a long-term suspension.  Do not ignore, walk away or talk back!  Cooperate.

11. You cannot miss more than 5 days of class in each trimester.  You may double to make up an absence.  Attendance is posted - you are responsible to check your own and keep it in compliance.

12. Students must report their homework hours and activities on their timecard DAILY.  Failure to maintain a 25 hour/week average can result in your removal from RAP.

13. DRESS CODE:  This is not the dress code for your life, just for school.
· No hat on your head in the classroom.

· No underwear shows from beneath your pants or shirt, ever.

· Shorts and skirts need to reach mid-thigh when you are sitting down.

· No backless, shoulderless shirts or spaghetti straps.  No tank tops on males or females.

· If your pants are low-cut, your shirt better be long enough to cover your mid-section.  Any skin or underwear showing between your pants and shirt and you need to change!  This includes when you are sitting down - so please check before you get to school.

· If you are sent home to change, it will count as an absence!
