Objective:  
Prepare students to lead a conference explaining their high school and 13th year plan.



Prepare students to pre-register for next year’s classes.

Procedure:


Day One:

· Explain the idea behind a Student-Led Conference.  

· An opportunity for the student to explain their plans for high school classes as well as their plans for their post-high school experience.

· The student will also be expected to explain why they are making particular choices.

· What will they use to compile the information they will need for this conference?

· “Portfolio Material” Checklist

· “High School and Beyond Plan” form

· “Student Led Conference Script Guidelines”
· “Student Led Conference Leading Questions”

· Reflective Questions

· What does a “Student-Led Conference” look like?

· Go through the list of questions that might help them decide what to talk about.

· Remind them that this is a time for them to direct the conversation, it is not led by the teacher!

Day Two:

· Pre-Registration: students need to pick the classes that they will be taking next year.
· Handout…

· “What Courses Satisfy What Graduation Requirements?” List
· “Credit Evaluation Checklist”

· “Course Pre-Requisites”

· Up-to-date Transcript and Mid-term grades for current trimester

· Class Offerings

· From this information the students begin to list the classes they will be taking the next school year.  These decisions should be based on… 

· their success and completion of courses in the current school year

· their post-high school plans 

· input from their parents

· Remind them of the required classes that they must take for graduation.

· Schedule 2-3 students per Ram Prep period to meet - the student will conduct their conference.  Plan to get all of your students through in 12 days.

· Circulate and help students begin to choose their classes

Day Three: 

· Sophomore Classes: Leadership Plus will visiting to answer any questions that sophomores might have about classes they might want to take.

· Teachers reinforce the idea that the students will be leading the conference and that it will require planning and reflection

· Teachers continue to circulate answering questions about the conference and class selections

Day Four: 

· Teachers reinforce the idea that the students will be leading the conference and that it will require planning and reflection

· Teachers continue to circulate answering questions about the conference and class selections

Day Five: 

· High School and Beyond Student-Led Conferences

· Meet with your first 2-3 students

· Suggestion:  make these first two-three conferences with your best students and see if they are okay having these conferences in front of the rest of the class - use them as models… this is only a suggestion.

Day Six - Sixteen: 

· Send the 2 or 3 students that had their conferences the previous day to your assigned computer lab - they will register online for next year’s classes
· Conduct your High School and Beyond Student-Led Conferences for the day

Student Led Conference Script Guidelines

Key points from reflection on academic performance this past year.  Example: “ I’m on-track to graduate on time with the minimum number of credits, but after reviewing my transcript, I noticed that I haven’t taken enough science classes, especially in the physical science area, to be prepared for the engineering major I plan to take at WSU after I graduate.  I need to take chemistry next year even though I have enough science to graduate from high school.  I also think I need to take more math because I can get into WSU with only three years, but the calculus class will really help me be better prepared for the challenges and competitiveness of the pre-engineering program.”

Key points from review of portfolio.  Example: “I always thought I wanted a career in computer science, but as I reviewed the information obtained from my WOIS, ASVAB, and Career Scope inventories, I noticed that I am not very strong in numbers or number sense.  I just can’t seem to find the patterns until someone else points them out to me and then they’re really clear.  I’ve taken additional math beyond that required for graduation, but I really have to work hard and patterns in the numbers don’t come very easily.  I still want to go to college, but I’m thinking that my aptitudes make me more suitable for a career in architecture or building contracting.  I seem to have greater strengths in the spatial intelligence areas – like being able to see a completed project in 3-D rather than just 2-D - than I do in just numbers.  I also really like working with my hands.  I can still do the things I like with the computer in either of those two fields, but I don’t have to be so number focused.”

Defend the courses selected for the upcoming year.  Example:  As I looked over my career portfolio and transcripts, I noticed that I’m short an occupational education credit and I have to make up and English class I failed when I was a sophomore.  My WOIS inventory indicated I had strengths in the business and marketing pathway.  I’m pretty confident in my abilities and I like working with other people.  When I looked at the employment projections in the business and marketing field, I noticed that the field is expected to grow faster than other areas.  I really like sports, but I just don’t see myself as NBA material.  I could remain in the sports field in the marketing area where there’s lots of growth predicted.  I’m going to sign up for the Sports Marketing class to meet my occupational education requirement and I have to re-take LA 10 B so I can earn junior status.  If I can’t get into Sports Marketing, I could take Accounting or Business Law.  Either one of those classes would help me in marketing.”  

Identify possible directions for completing your senior project.  Example:  In going through my portfolio and looking over the classes I really liked, I think I’m going to look into designing a safe and healthy playground facility.  My career pathway is Industry and Technology.  My job cluster is Engineering.  I’m pretty sure I’m going to major in Industrial Engineering in college.  I really liked my CAD drafting class.  I did my community service with the Yakima Recreation Department, especially with youth programs, and I noticed the playground facilities are not really safe.  Some are too close to streets or there are bicycle paths going through the center of them so little kids aren’t safe from older people riding bikes, skateboards, or jogging.  Little kids don’t always think before they run out in the middle of things.  I want to research the safety standards for playgrounds and all the national standards for healthy children play areas.  Then I want to take my CAD skills and design the perfect playground for kids who live in apartments or go to schools where the equipment is really old and doesn’t focus on the Surgeon General’s recommendations for healthy kids.”

Student Led Conference Leading Questions

Some students may have difficulty actually leading this conference.  Here are some “ice breaker” type questions you might want to use to help students make appropriate course selections for the upcoming year.

1. Do you want to go right to work or tech school, community college, or 4-year college?

2. What are the college course requirements, tech school requirements etc (Foreign language? Chemistry? 4 years of Math?)  Have you taken them or do you need to add them to your schedule?  If you can’t fit them in by the time you graduate how will that change your plans?

3. What is your favorite subject and why?

4. What courses could you take or have you taken that interest you the most?

5. Do you know what career you are interested in?  Are there courses offered at West  Valley that would help you judge whether or not you want to pursue that career?  (example….Nursing Career….take anatomy and physiology, chemistry, physics, 4 years of math, sports medicine)

6. What courses (if any) do you need to repeat?

The student should respond to the following questions in thoughtful, well-written, multi-paragraph reflective essays.  These reflections should be updated each year.  (To be kept in student’s file.)

High School and Beyond Educational Plan.  
· Based on your academic performance this year, are you on track to meet your long-range career and post high-school goals?  Explain.  

· What adjustments, if any, are necessary for you to get back on track with your goals? 

· If your goals need to be adjusted, how will you accomplish that and what is your new plan for meeting those goals?

Culminating Project.

· As of today, in what direction are you planning on heading to meet the culminating project graduation requirement?  

· What steps have you taken this term to prepare you to meet the challenges of the project?  You may wish to include courses, volunteer or for-pay activities, job shadows, ASVAB, WOIS, or other inventories, etc.
