Lesson Plan

Objective:  
Help students learn more about their work values.

Help students decide what is important to them in a job.



It does this by asking you to rank different aspects of work that 


represent six important work values. Knowing your work values 


can help you decide what kinds of jobs and careers you might 


want to explore.

Materials:
Work Importance Locator Activity Worksheet (1 for each student).

Procedure:


Day before your lab time – please remind your students the purpose behind WOIS.  You may want to express to them the wonderful opportunity that they are getting by having the opportunity to explore now, instead of later, after years of college and thousands of dollars in student loans…

WOIS II Lab Day

Meet in your assigned lab on your assigned day – remember the students can not save any of this information so it is important that they have enough time to get through the questionnaire.

Process for getting to WOIS:

Log onto computer network.

Open Internet Explorer.

Go to the Library page.

Scroll down to the WOIS System logo and click.

Click on “Assessments”

Click on Work Importance Locator

After all students reach this page instruct them to read “Getting Started”. Remind them again that they are going to be doing this to help them determine possible careers that match not only their interests, but now their values as well.

Students should turn in their Work Importance Locator Worksheet to you at the end of the period.

The Six Work Importance Values

Working Conditions 

People for whom good working conditions are important like jobs offering steady employment and good pay. They want employment that fits their individual work style. They may prefer doing a variety of tasks, working alone, or being busy all the time. 

Independence
People for whom independence is important like to make decisions and try out ideas on their own. They prefer jobs where they can plan their work with little supervision. 

Achievement
People for whom achievement is important like to see the results of their work and to use their strongest abilities. They like to get a feeling of accomplishment from their work. 

Recognition
People for whom recognition is important like to work in jobs which have opportunities for them to advance, be recognized for their work, and direct and instruct others. They usually prefer jobs in which they are looked up to by others. 

Support
People for whom support from their employer is important like to be treated fairly and have supervisors who will back them up. They prefer jobs where they are trained well. 

Relationships
People for whom relationships are important like to work in a friendly, non-competitive environment. They like to do things for other people. They prefer jobs where they are not pressured to do things that go against their sense of right and wrong. 

Work Importance Locator Activity

Goal: Take the “Work Importance Locator” to help you determine a career 

that has similar characteristics to values that are important to you.

“The Work Importance Locator can help you learn more about your work values and can help you decide what is important to you in a job.”

1. Go to www.wois.org and click “Assessments.”

2. Click on “Work Importance Locator” under Explore Occupations.

3. Read through the “Getting Started” page.

4. Click “Place the Cards.”

5. You will see rather large table with different “cards” as empty spaces.  Wait here for instructions from your teacher.

6. By pointing to a tile on the board you are telling the program how important that characteristic is to you. After placing all your tiles, click “You’re Finished.”

7. Two work value areas will be displayed on the next page, note these two areas on the back of this sheet.

8. Go through the list of careers and click on an occupation that interests you. 

9. Write down three careers, on the back of this sheet, that are interesting to you.  Remember:  you can not save to your portfolio (as it asks you to do) you must use the accompanying worksheet to save your material!

10. Turn in your career selections to your Ram Prep teacher.
