Teaching “Best Works”

Recommended Sequence
· Begin working with students in their freshman year

· Continue building student reading, writing and communication skills in all academic areas and documenting these skills through graduation from high school

Objective(s)
· To document evidence of achievement in the academic areas. Grade Level Expectations (GLEs) including reflections toward continual improvement and SCANS Skills and Competencies

· To provide evidence of students’ ability to perform applications within English/Language Arts and connect them to workplace applications

· To document all GLEs and SCANS Skills and Competencies used

Materials Needed
· Students can document their work efolio

Suggested Process

· For each portfolio selection, students should complete the reflection evaluation form.  These forms provide students an opportunity to:

· Document mastery of all Grade Level Expectations

· Identify processes used in the selection

· Give evidence of student’s understanding of the academic area

· Identify SCANS Skills and Competencies and make connections to career and/or real-life situations (Give reasons for selecting this work as an example of quality effort

· Evidence may include projects, performance assessments, or extended response.

· Remind them that other people will see their work so they should make sure it reflects their best effort.  Teachers should provide three or more opportunities for students to complete a project, performance assessment, and/or extended response during the school year.
· Reflections should be evaluated by the instructor

· Design a project, performance assessment, or extended response that includes one or more of the EALRs in reading, writing, and/or communications.
