Classroom Rules:
1. Be on Time:

           A lot of instruction is given within the first five minutes of class and it is important that they are present. They will lose points if they are tardy consistently.
2. Respect Self and Others:

            I believe that every student has a right to learn and no one should be put down or picked on due to their abilities. There are no stupid questions and they can ask as many times as needed for understanding. I have an open and safe classroom that focuses on a community that works together as one.

3. Follow Directions First Time asked: Listening/Assignment Completion

               It wastes time when arguing occurs so I want every one to listen to instruction and follow through on assigned tasks. Students will miss important instruction if they are talking at the same time as the teacher. And it distracts peers. I will be there to support, clarify, re-direct any student if they are putting in the effort to learn. I believe communication is the key to building a positive productive environment. 
4. Raise Hand Quietly:

                To make sure you are helped, raising your hand quietly sends a signal to the staff that you have a question or comment about the topic. It also makes sure everyone gets a chance to be heard. 

5. Bathroom Policy: They will be given a free pass once a week to use the bathroom, after that they will lose participation points unless there is a medical issue on file. 

6. Late Work Policy:

    Late work will be accepted in accordance with IEP accommodations up to 4 days after it has been assigned. 
    My advisory class and those students that do not have extended time as an accommodation on their IEP will receive 50% on late assignments up until the last week before mid-terms or finals.
