 Also, we will be starting the Bridges program, which is a tutorial program, to help develop the skills that they need in understanding math concepts. It takes them at their level and moves them up step by step as they master each concept. I am excited about this program and know that the students will greatly benefit by using this. 
I do have one class of 9th Graders that will be involved in the Algebra curriculum being adopted by the district. This program will develop the skills needed to transition to the high school and prepare them for the 10th Grade. I had the opportunity to work with this program this summer and I am excited. There is a lot of extra support for students added especially for those that struggle in math. I will be demonstrating this during our open house.
